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All proceeds from this concert will go to support an after­
school program at Sullivan School in Phoenix, designed as an 
early intervention for students at risk for participation in gang 
behavior. This program is co-sponsored by the ASU College 
of Fine Arts Oasis-Arts in the Desert Program and the Music 
Therapy Program of the ASU School of Music. Based on a 
village drumming and world music approach, each student 
will develop a feeling of belonging to a musical group and of 
individual self-esteem by gaining skills in playing music and 
doing various creative arts. The program systematically 
involves the students in decision making, problem solving, and 
conflict resolution, as well as musical skill development.
